Summerhill School

What will you do if your teacher says that you can have a lesson or go home? In fact, in
Summerhill School teachers really do it. Summerhill is the oldest children’s democracy in the
world. It is, maybe, the most famous ‘free’ school. This school in Suffolk (the United Kingdom)
is a very special place. Trees and grass, meadows and playing fields give children a good chance
to play games, to do sports. Children don’t wear uniform there, they can play as much as they
want. They also do a lot of project work.

A man called A. S. Neill opened this school in 1921. Neill knew well what kinds of
problems many children have at school and he believed he could help them feel free. So each
child there can choose what he wants in life. The children at Summerhill decide themselves if
they want to have lessons or not. It is strange, but most of them do. They often come from
schools at which they were unhappy and didn’t want to do any work at all. But at Summerhill
they usually decide that to have classes is more interesting than not to have them. Like in most
other schools, the children study different subjects. At the beginning of a term each student gets
a timetable, on which they write the lessons they want to have. Another unusual thing about
Summerhill is the meetings. There teachers and students discuss the school rules two times a
week.

One of them is
Esperanto, a simple language, with just 16 rules, no definite articles and easy spelling. But
Esperanto didn’t become a world language.

Global, or world, language is a language that people speak and learn in a lot of countries.
It’s the mother tongue for many people, many countries teach them at schools. Diplomats,
scientists and businessmen often use it. You can hear it at international meetings and at airports.

English has more speakers than any other languages in the world. But some other
languages are also very popular. For example, French is the traditional language of diplomats,
German is the language of science. But English is really a global language. It is the most
important language of the Internet: about 80 per cent of all information there is in English. Many
languages borrow words from the English language.

What makes English a global language? History shows that a language becomes global
because of the political and economic power of its speakers. Other facts are important too.

Besides, it is easy to make new English words (speech —
speechless, feel — feeling, sound — to sound). Its grammar is simpler than in some other
languages. English poets and writers made the English language world famous.

Giant Panda Bear

Pandas have lived on earth for two or three million years. There are two kinds of them.
The Red Panda is a small animal which looks like a cat. The Giant Panda is a species of a large
bear that is common in the mountains of China.

The Giant Panda has a large head, a short tail and a large nose. On all fours, it is about 90
cm tall and 1.5 m long. It is white with large parts of black on its legs, ears, nose and around its
small eyes. There are some brown and white Giant Pandas as well.

Scientists don’t know why the Giant Panda has these colours. Some of them think the
panda’s colours help it hide in the bamboo forest. Other scientists believe the black and white
colours help the Giant Panda keep away from other animals.



The Giant Panda eats almost only bamboo. It can eat up to 30 kg of bamboo leaves every
day. The Giant Panda needs to drink water and does so from mountain rivers. It spends 12-15
hours a day on eating bamboo. Pandas can also climb trees and even swim well when they need
it, but they can’t run fast. They live about 20 years in the wild.

A Giant Panda usually gives birth to a single aby panda. Sometimes twins are born, but
when this happens, the mother does not usually look after the weaker one. A baby Panda Bear is
like a mouse — only 100 g in weight. It is only 15 cm long and has no hair and no teeth, its eyes
are closed. It lives on its mother’s back until it is 6 month old. Little Panda Bears leave their
mothers when they are 18months old.

Now there are few wild pandas left — about 1,500 animals. It is a big problem because
these animals cannot live without bamboo forests. One Giant Panda usually needs 2.5-4 square
miles of land to live. Keeping even a single panda in a zoo is also difficult. A panda costs five
times more to keep than an elephant. Chinese zoos show 90 Giant Pandas. Now there are about
15 Giant Pandas in zoos outside China.

The Amazon Rainforest

Do you know that the Amazon rainforest is very big? It’s about five and a half million
square kilometres. You will find the rainforest mostly in Brazil and in other South American
countries.

It is very unusual. It’s very dark in it. If it starts raining there, you will have about 10
minutes to find your umbrella. There are so many trees that it can take 10 minutes for the rain to
reach the ground.

10% of the known world species live in the Amazon rainforest. 20% of all the birds in the
world live there. It is home to about 40,000 plant species and 2.5 million different insect species.
The animal types are different: from big to small, from cute to strange looking, from quiet to
noisy. There are a number of dangerous species living in the Amazon rainforest, for example the
anaconda.

What will happen if all those animals, birds, fish and plants lose their home, their natural
habitat? Some animals will move to other places but most of them will die out. Can it really
happen? Yes, and it’s happening now. The rainforest is very old and big, but it is getting smaller
every day. The problem is that people hunt animals, they cut down trees to make way for farm
land. So many species of plants and animals have already become extinct. About 35 species of
animals in the Amazon rainforest become extinct every day. Among the animals that are
endangered now are the jaguar, gorilla and some others.



There is another problem, too. Trees and plants in the Amazon rainforest give us a lot of
oxygen. If we cut them down, we lose this oxygen, and it can lead to temperature rise.

A number of ecological organizations are trying to save the Amazon rainforest. So if you
want to save the rainforest on the Earth, do something! The rainforest will disappear at the end of
the 21% century if you don’t save it. Every little can help.
